prothoraz maculis 2 flavo-pallidis vel aurantiacis ornatus; elytra
flavo-pallida, maculis nigris 6 triseriatim dispositis (2 medus
majoribus elongatis) ornata; tarsy plantis clare brunnezs.

Elongatus, parallelus, niger, sparsim pilosus; caput nigrum, confertim
punctatum ; frons brunneo-pilosa; & antenna@ corpore quasi duplo lon-
giores, 2 vix longiores, articulis 1-3 tenuissime punctulatis, sparsim pi-
losis; palpi quasi @quales, nigri, nitidi, apice testacei: prothorax niger,
lateribus post dimidium obtuse armatus, et lateribus maculis 2 flavo-
pallidis vel aurantiacis ornatus, his maculis subrotundatis antice inci-
dientibus et ante basin terminatis, dorso pracipue confertim et tenue
punctulatus; scutellum triangulare, nigrum, punctatum; elytra elon-
cata, parallela, prothorace fere 4 longiora, maculis nigris 6 ornata
(scilicet 2 subovalibus basilaribus ad 4™ partem anteriorem terminatis,
